Our membership application now includes an acknowledgement signature block for our Reservation No 

Show Policy (Bylaws Article 9, Section B.4).  The MOSC does get billed by the Bayshore Club 

and Catering for every meal we reserve.  As a result, if a member reserves a space at a monthly luncheon 

and either does not attend the meeting or fails to cancel by our reservation deadline, the member is 

responsible for the cost of the luncheon.   

We do require that everyone (members and guests) attending the MOSC luncheon have a reservation.  

We are changing our Reservation method.  For members with e-mail, you have the option of responding to 

an EVITE invitation (see Page 3) or telephoning our Reservationist, Kate Glassell.

INVITATIONS, RESERVATIONS AND RSVPs MADE EASY  

INTRODUCTION TO EVITE 
This year the MOSC is streamlining the monthly luncheon invitation process by using EVITE 

(www.evite.com).  EVITE is the top online invitation and social planning website.  It is easy to use and 

requires no registration or passwords. You will receive an ñelectronic invitationò in your email. Guest 

replies will be tracked automatically and reminders will be sent automatically so we will have an 

accurate headcount without having to send, receive and read numerous emails. 
 

MOSC members are strongly encouraged to RSVP and make their reservations by using EVITE. 
 

During the MOSC membership registration process, be sure to share your email address with us so we 

can include you on the MOSC EVITE list. 

HEREôS HOW EVITE WILL WORK 
Each month, members with a registered email address will receive an email from the MOSC with the 

Subject line: Evite Invitation from MacDill Officers' Spouses' Club.  These step by step instructions 

will help you familiarize yourself with using EVITE.  The actual procedure is very simple and mostly 

self explanatory. 
 

1. Open the email and click on VIEW INVITE button. This will take you to the online invitation. 

2. All information pertaining to the luncheon will be included; date, time, place, menu, cost,  

program, deadlines and any special instructions. 

3. On the right side of the invitation there will be a REPLY HERE section. 

 A. Choose YES or NO (please do not use the MAYBE option). 

 B. Indicate total number of guests (include yourself). 

4. In the COMMENTS section list your menu choice (when applicable) and the names of any guests. 

5. Click on the REPLY NOW button. 

6. You will know your reply has been received because EVITE will give you a thank you for your 

response message. 

7. Voil¨! Youôre done! 
 

If you need to change your reply to the EVITE, follow these simple steps: 

1. Go to your original EVITE email. 

2. Click on VIEW INVITE. 

3. On the right side of the invitation click on CHANGE YOUR REPLY. 

4. Choose YES or NO and add an applicable comment 

5. You will receive a thank you for your response message. 
 

By using your original EVITE email, you can review the invitation again as many times as youôd like. 

By looking at the guest list section you will be able to see who has responded and whether or not they 

will be attending the luncheon. EVITE will ask if you want to register. Registration is totally optional 

and does not affect the way you reply to the invitation and make your reservation. 
 

DONôT HAVE EMAIL?  NO PROBLEM.  MOSC members who do not have email will continue to 

receive The Bay Window in the U.S. mail. The luncheon invitation will be included along with a phone 

number for making your reservation. 
 

REMEMBERéReservations will close out three days prior to the luncheon. All reservations must be 

made and/or cancelled by the Monday before the luncheon no later than 12 noon.
